Learning outcomes of the curricular unit

The curricular unit aims to provide in-depth knowledge on International Law of Human Rights, social rights
in particular, as well as develop interpretive skills to solve practical issues in this area. Simultaneously, we
intend to develop critical and autonomous research skills in order to prepare the students for the scientific
challenges posed by the development of a master dissertation. The focus is on a concrete analysis of the
issues, through the study of jurisprudence and international practice, and not merely the normative
prescriptions of the Human Rights Treaties.
